Get Your Photos On The Crew Website Fast And Easy

Got a rower?  Got a camera?  Berkeley High Crew wants your photos for the team website!  The team posts photos after every event, and we want to make it as easy (and as fast as possible) for you to send in pictures and share them with the rest of the crew family.

There are a couple of different ways to do it.

1. Online Photo Submission—The Fastest

To get your pictures submitted at the speed of light requires a couple of easy steps.  The large size of digital photos makes emailing them a pain. To get around this, we've been using software called Pando.  Pando is free, very easy to use, and works on both Mac and Windows. Here are the basics:

1. Go to www.pando.com
2. Download the free version of Pando

3. Install it on your computer

4. Gather together the photos you want to send into a folder on your computer

5. Open up Pando, drag in your photo folder, and send it to, me, the crew photo editor, at saltomich@earthlink.net
6. Pando goes to work sending me your photos.  Ba-da-bing!

2.  CD Photo Submission—Not As Fast, But Doable

If you want to send in your photos via CD, that's OK, too.  Just burn your pictures to CD, then either mail them to me or drop them off at my house. The address is:

Helpful Hints And A Disclaimer

The best way to get your pictures online to share with everyone  is to help me out a bit by looking through your shots and NOT sending the obviously bad ones—you know, the ones that are out of focus, badly framed, weirdly exposed, etc.  If you have shots that are repetitive—especially if you have a fast camera and can take dozens of pictures in mere seconds—please pick out just one or two and send them.  And, of course, if you have any shots that happen to catch a kid looking embarrassingly goofy—feel free to weed them out. I'll do my best to post as many as I can, but I'll be using my own judgment to choose the ones that go into the album on the website.

Pando FAQs

I have email. I send files all the time. Why do I need Pando?

Pando won't replace your email; it just helps your email do more. Why does email need help? Although email providers generously dole out gigs of storage, they need to restrict the size of a file you can attach. 

These days, as we load up on digital playthings like camcorders and digital cameras, we're generating lots of big, fat, beautiful files. The natural thing to do with these is share — ideally through something we know and use every day: our trusty friend, email. Want to email the whole gang your outrageous video clips from "Burning Man," the relatives a 5-minute video clip of your offspring's first tuba recital, or your boss the presentation you've suped up for the last 36 hours straight? Probably can't. Why? These types of files are usually too big to send as an email attachment. 

Email, love it as we may, was not designed to handle that kind of load and therefore must restrict it. Pando, in short, gives email a little oomph. 

I already have a way to share big files. What makes Pando better?

Ask yourself: "Hmm…does it let me: 

· Send files up to 1GB?

· Attach and send whole folders?

· Send files directly to someone's computer - rather than make them go fetch on some Web site?

· Send files to friends even if they're away from their computer or offline at the time?

· Use it with both my Mac and Windows-based friends?

· Send large files quickly and easily without having to install a bloated program with lots of features I don't even need?" 

Oh, and is your solution blessedly FREE? If you answered "no" to any of the above questions, you're a candidate for Pando. 

I don't even know how big my files are!

No worries. Use Pando whenever you're attaching lots of files, want to send a whole folder (or more) to someone, or if you think a file — such as a home video or large presentation — will surpass the email attachment limit of you and/or the recipient. 

Although our software is optimized for large-file delivery, no file's too big or too small to Pando.
